We have some good news to share since our January meeting.  Commission Will Conley set up a meeting with the President of AquaTexas to meet with key stakeholders about Wimberley Valley water issues.  The first meeting happened in February and we are set for another meeting in March.  Each person attending gave a synopsis of issues as it related to their point of view.  DuAnne Redus, Board President is representing Woodcreek North.
Secondly, a communication process is being set up to better assist our concerns with AquaTexas as a community.  Watch for more to come on that development.  Spring is coming and dialogue has begun to address how we can better shape our relationship for problem solving and understanding of how to make our neighborhood a better place to live which includes water.

Dedication of major roads to Hays County is set to be on the agenda next week for Commissioner Court.  Over 500 signatures were gathered as support for this action.  If the Court passes the proposition, our roads will fall under jurisdiction of Hays County regulations, including street signage and safety.  The action will not mean that the WPOA doesn’t have plenty of other roads to maintain.  Your support is appreciated.  Commission Court is tomorrow, Tuesday, March 16th at the San Marcos Court House.  We will be there for 9:00 opening and hope our case comes up early in the day!
