WOODCREEK PROPERTY OWNER’S ASSOCIATION

GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING

November 21, 2009

Call to Order – A quorum being present; President Duanne Redus called the General Membership Meeting to order at 10:00 AM. Present were Board Members Jim Westbrook, Jim Scully, Keith Haney, Merry Merian, Bill Bradfield, and new Board members Joe Jamieson and Richard Sullivan. Linda Germain was unable to attend. Office Manager, Janelle Delaney, was asked to take the minutes of the meeting.  

Introductions: Duanne introduced Joe Jamieson and Richard Sullivan, two new Board members. Joe Jamieson is filling the vacancy left when Art Kaufmann resigned and Richard Sullivan is filling a vacancy following the resignation of Sue Csejka.

Announcements –  President Redus asked the membership to stop by the front desk and sign-up for the Adopt A Highway Cleanup. The Cleanup is scheduled for Saturday, November 28th at 10:00a.m. and G&M Disposal Service has volunteered to help out and provide a bar-be-que following the cleanup.

Guest Speakers:

Commissioner Conley gave a presentation regarding the Highway 2325 expansion stating that the surveying is under way. The plans are to widen Hwy 2325 to a three-lane road from Carney Lane to Fischer Store Road.

He discussed what was happening with the transition between the Wimberley Valley Watershed Association (WVWA) and the Jacob’s Well Natural Area Trust JWNAT).  Once the transition has occurred then Hays County, along with the WVWA and Cypress Creek Systems, and the newly formed JWNAT Board will manage the Jacob’s Well Reserve.  Improvements to the area are currently underway.

Next he discussed the possibility of the County adopting some of our roads. He cited the benefits to having the County maintain these roads.  He stated that Hays County has assessed our roads and finds several of our roads suitable for adoption with only a few minor improvements, such as edgework.  He stated that the WPOA and WSHOA would need to petition the property owners and submit the petition to Commissioner Conley so that he could then submit the petition to Commissioners Court for approval. Hays County Roads Supervisor, Jerry Borcherding was in charge of assessing which roads would be suitable at this time for the County to adopt. Bill Bradfield asked Jerry Borcherding how much the necessary improvements would cost. Borcherding said a low estimate would be around $10k. Edgework and some signs will need to be done by the County once they roads are approved for adoption. He also stated a low estimate to widen/repair the low water bridges would be around $6K for each bridge.  When asked if this would require a special district with a road bond collected as a tax, Commissioner Conley stated that it would not. A property owner asked it the roads would then become black top roads. Commissioner Conley stated that the current roads are chip/seal in most areas and are in excellent shape. A property owner from EagleRock asked if Woodcreek Drive was in consideration for the County to adopt. Commissioner Conley said it was not at this time.

A property owner inquired about Aqua Texas and whether the County was involved in trying to improve service, quality of water, and rates in the area. Commissioner Conley stated the County has little involvement in the process. He stated the State and the HTGCD are the agencies to who regulate Aqua Texas.

There being no further questions, President Redus thanked Commissioner Conley and Jerry Borcherding for their presentation.

Next on the Agenda was Hays County Sheriff’s Department Lt. Leroy Opiela.  He told the membership that the Hays County Neighborhood Watch Program had lost its officer in charge and a new officer was being trained.  He reminded the membership of the numbers to call for complaints.  When asked about speeders and mudders in the neighborhood he reminded everyone to contact HCSD and also told them they could contact the Precinct Three Constable’s Office.  Winton Porterfield acknowledged the recent capture of mudders on the proposed golf course and in Laurel Lake and thanked Bill Bradfield for calling the Sheriff’s Department.  There being no further questions President Redus thanked the Captain for his presentation.

Next of the agenda was Jack Hollon of the W.V.W.A. and the H.T.G.C.D. Jack gave a brief overview of what was being done to protect Jacob’s Well and the Hays Trinity Aquifer.  He described working with the schools to educate the children about the history of the Wimberley Valley, Jacob’s Well and Cypress Creek.  He reported the progress being made on the Reserve, and how the HTGCD was working to protect the aquifer and the work they had done to mandate Aqua Texas’s enormous leak rate. There being no further questions President Redus thanked Jack for his presentation.

Adoption of Minutes –  Office Manger read the minutes of the July 18, 2009 General Membership Meeting, there being no corrections, a motion was made with a 2nd to adopt minutes as read. Motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer Jim Scully gave the financial report. The financial written reports were included in the agenda packets. There being no corrections, a motion was made with a 2nd to approve the financial reports as presented. Motion passed.

Committee Reports- 

Roads -Jim Westbrook, roads manager, gave the road report.  He and his road Committee have met and are seeking bids for next year spring maintenance and road building.  So, far on the list are repaving Shady Bluff Drive, A section of W. Valley Spring Road located in Section 19, Silent Moon, Round Bluff, Collins Court, improvements to Whispering Valley. Jim will meet with utility companies to have them place conduit during the building of any future roads. 

ACC- Merry Merian, ACC Chairman, gave the ACC report.  A register of all permits issued to date in 2009 was included in the agenda packets. Thus far 16 new home permits have been issued.  Merry spoke of the new Rain Barrel Rebate Policy adopted by the Board of Directors.  This is a rebate available to the builders for any new home construction if they will install a rain barrel collection system. The rebate amount is $250.00.

Parks and Facilities- Jim Scully reported on the new improvements to Morrow Park.  A new border and cushioning materials has been installed.  The playscape has been stained to protect it.  He talked about the picnic tables having been turned over on several occasions but the problem has been remedied.

Keith Haney reported the work to date being done at the new offices and meeting room.

Nominations for 2010 Board of Directors -Next on the agenda was the presentation of the WPOA Nominating Committee.  The biographies of the three candidates were included in the agenda packet.  Committee member, Mickey Trent gave the report on the process. Duanne Redus called for any nominations from the floor.  Craig Payne stood and nominated two candidates, Donna Hathway and Lynn Scudder. While he had the floor he read from a paper he cited as their platform.  President Redus stated that most of the items on the list were being addressed or had been addressed. 

The nominees being presented, President Redus asked if there were any other nominations from the floor. There being none. President Redus closed the nominations. 

Adjournment - Following a general discussion a motion was made with a 2nd to adjourn the meeting.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:38a.m.
