The written report was reviewed by Leonard.  We have $206k in CD’s plus $126k in our checking account, for a total of $332k total cash on hand.  The WPOA has an outstanding loan balance of $2k due from the Committee for Incorporation.  After reviewing all accounts receivable, Leonard has determined there is $37k, approx. 22% of our outstanding receivables due from owners who cannot be located.  Our attorney is working on any accounts receivable outstanding for 2 years or longer.  Our expenses are on target YTD.  Road expenses are over budget YTD due the good weather that has allowed us to complete the bulk of out road work early in the year.  Revenue is up YTD due to our receipt of past due maintenance fees from WSP.

Committee Reports 

      1.  Roads - Bill Bradfield 

The drainage issues on Pleasant Valley are due to be repaired.  Two additional roads will be resurfaced in May.  The shoulders on Pleasant Valley will be sealed and widened slightly to help carry traffic flow.  $10,700 has been spent YTD on Eagle Rock road repairs.  $1,000 was spent last month for street sign replacement and mailbox vandalism. 

2.  Parks and Facilities – Bill Bradfield 

A park initiative is needed to improve Morrow Park.  We have determined that the cost of adding a fence is not feasible at the present time.  Ideas and suggestions, as well as a request for volunteers will be made at the General Membership this Saturday. 

3.  ACC – Janelle Delaney 

One new home permit has been issued YTD.
