BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

DECEMBER 17, 2009

Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by President Duanne Redus at 2:30 PM.  Present were Board Members Jim Westbrook, Bill Bradfield, Jim Scully, Merry Merian, Keith Haney, Richard Sullivan and Linda Germain, Office Staff Members Janelle Delaney and Sue Csejka and guest Winton Porterfield.  Board Member Joe Jamieson was unable to attend.  

Adopt Proposed Agenda – A motion was made by Merry and seconded by Bill to adopt the agenda as proposed.  Motion passed.

Minutes – A motion was made by Keith and seconded by Bill to adopt the minutes of the November 19, 2009 Board Meeting as written.  Motion passed.  Note that Jim Westbrook abstained from the vote due to his absence from the November Board Meeting.

New Business

1. Non-Disclosure Agreement and Ethical Standards – Duanne Redus – Following discussion each board member agreed to sign a Non-disclosure Agreement. 

    2. Platform Letter and Response – Duanne Redus – The ‘platform’ presented to the membership at the November General Membership Meeting by Craig Payne (see copy attached) has been addressed item by item in a ‘response to platform,’ including supporting documentation (see copies attached).  Responses will be added to the General Membership Meeting packet for the upcoming January Annual Membership Meeting.     

    3. Written Request – Rikkey Rivers has made a written request to reduce the $120 maintenance fee on his flood plain lot for 2010.  A motion was made by Jim Westbrook and seconded by Merry to deny waiving fees on the lot as requested.  Motion passed.  Janelle will send a response letter to owner offering alternative suggestions regarding his flood plain lot, i.e. selling to a neighboring owner, donating WVWA, etc.   

    4. Variance Request – Chris Scudder of Savannah Homes has requested a fence height variance. A motion was made by Jim Scully and seconded by Bill to deny anything higher than a 2 foot fence height within the front 25 foot setback of the property but to allow an 8 foot fence height in the rear of the property.  Motion passed.    

    5.  Selection of Election Judge and Tellers – Duanne announced the selection of  Election Judge Mickey Trent and Tellers Chris Scudder and Sandra Haney.  The office manager will assist in the ballot counting process during the January 16, 2010 Annual Membership Meeting. 

    6.  Aqua Texas Oversight Committee – A motion was made by Merry and seconded by Keith that a committee be set in place, headed by a Board Member, to inform and communicate water issues to our community.  Motion passed.  Board Member Richard Sullivan accepted the position to head up the committee.

New Business Continued:

    7. Website Host – Linda Bingham of Macrogirl has agreed to host and maintain the WPOA website with two updates per month at a cost of $500 per year. 

    8.  Accounting Services – A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Richard to table the discussion regarding adding monthly auditing to our current monthly accounting services until such time as we have received bids regarding an audit.  Motion passed. 

    9.  Cypress Creek Project Meeting -  Volunteers are needed to attend the Cypress Creek Project meeting on Tues. 1/19/10 at 10:00 am at Woodcreek City Hall.  Duanne, Richard and Janelle or Sue agreed to attend and report back to the Board. 

   10.  Guest Speaker for January Annual Membership Meeting - A motion was made by Jim Scully and seconded by Bill to invite Andrew Backus of HTGCD to attend and give report on the Aquifer at the January Annual Membership Meeting.  Motion passed. 

   11.  Dumpsite Signage - Bill will check with the Constable regarding posting ‘No Dumping’ signs possibly noting ‘punishable by fine’ or with a phone to call if dumping is witnessed.

Old Business:

     1.  Update on State vs. Tyler Stone – A guilty plea was entered on November 5th and sentencing has been rescheduled for 12/17/09.   

     2.  WPOA Lots for Sale – Linda reported no recent activity on any of the 3 lots. 

     3.  Lots Purchased at Constable Sale – Janelle reported that 3 additional lots were taken into inventory at the December Constable Sale, Lot 5 Section 9B, Lot 160 Section 9A and Lot 120 Section 8.  All are in redemption period until June 2010.

     4.  Future Visions Committee – Keith was asked to Chair the Future Visions Committee, along with Richard to serve as Co-Chair.  Keith and Richard will contact all new homeowners.  Richard was also appointed as our representative, replacing Sue, on the Jacobs Well Natural Area Trust.  

     5.  Resolution Regarding Petitioning Property Owners – Jim Westbrook and Winton Porterfield – The County estimates that an additional $34,700 in improvements is needed to bring the specific roads up to county standards.  The WPOA will collect the $34,600 out of the $46, 618 mandatory 2010 maintenance fees owed to the WPOA from WSP and then forward that amount to the County.  A motion was made by Jim Westbrook and seconded by Merry to accept the resolution to request Hays County to accept the WPOA roads that have been brought up to County standards (see copy of resolution attached).  These specific roads would be dedicated to Hays County with all future repairs completed by Hays County.  Motion passed. 

     6.  Repayment of Committee to Incorporate Funds - $300 has been repaid to the WPOA by the Committee to Incorporate, leaving the remaining balance at $600.  

     7.  Texas Ethics Commission – Craig Payne’s complaint was dismissed by the Texas Ethics Commission on 12/2/09.

8.  Trailer Purchase – Cullen Davis has paid the WPOA $585 for the purchase of the trailer.
