BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING
FEBRUARY 19, 2009
Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by President, Duanne Redus at 2:30 PM.  Present were Board Members Leonard Denney, Sue Csejka, Jim Westbrook, Bill Bradfield, and Linda Germain. Our Attorney, David Junkin, Office Manager, Janelle Delaney and homeowner Clint Frankmann were also present.  Board Members Merry Merian, Jim Scully and Cullen Davis were absent. 

Adopt Proposed Agenda – Janelle requested a revision to the agenda, asking that a homeowner be added first on the agenda and allowed to address the Board. There was a recent court order requiring him to clean up his property and pay a default judgment of $1,522, entered by Judge Cable on 1/15/09.  He had been in Houston and is asking for an additional 60 days to remove an old dump truck without brakes that has been on his property for some 5 years and asking that the fines be waived.  He has had almost 2 years to clean up his property.  The first notice was sent to him in Feb. 2007 by David Junkin.  A motion was made by Leonard and seconded by Bill not to forgive the fines, to allow the homeowner to make monthly installment payments of $500 per month over the next 3 months and to give him an additional two weeks to cleanup the property and to be in compliance with the deed restrictions by 3/6/09.  Motion passed.  

Legal Update – David Junkin
    - A $3,600 default judgment was filed some months ago on the long term Garza case.

       Mr. Garza filed bankruptcy which was denied by the court due to lack of compliance.

       The judgment was then paid in full by a relative of Mr. Garza.  He re-filed 

       Bankruptcy and the Constable is now holding the $3,600 funds.

     -Discussion of the WVWA revised deed restrictions.  A motion was made by Jim

      Westbrook and seconded by Bill to allow the 14 lots owned by the WVWA to be

       revised to one lot for the purpose of maintenance fee collections.  Motion passed. 

Adoption of Minutes – Minutes of the 1/17/09 Board Meeting were emailed to all Board members.  A motion was made by Leonard and seconded by Bill to adopt the minutes as written.  Motion passed.

     

Financial Report – Leonard Denney 
1.  Written Report was reviewed by Leonard.  The $201k in past due funds collected from WSP is included in our total income figure of $331k.  We have some $295k in our checking account.

2.  Bank Signers – Duanne, Leonard and Bill need to go to Wells Fargo and Blanco Banks on Fri. 2/20 to change signature cards on file.

1. $131k has been allocated for road rebuilds with work in progress.  The attached road maintenance list is also in progress.  Bids are coming in on Basswood and Wishing Well. 

2. Woodglen needs to be resurfaced at a cost of $28k.  A decision was made to hold off on rebuilding Woodglen until some of the other outstanding road work is complete.

    1.  The parking lot at Morrow Park needs striping.  Janelle will call to get bids. 
    2.  The entrance at Woodacre and Jacob’s Well Road is 75% complete.  Cullen has

         helped the contractor with uplighting and the electrical work.

        deed restriction violation cases.  

    2.  No new building permits have been issued year-to-date.

d. C.A.R.D. has petitioned the State to give Hays County Trinity Groundwater 

      authority over Aqua Texas.

Spring Chip‘n Shred – A motion was made by Leonard and seconded by Bill to

     announce a May chip and shred service for homeowners due to the current burn

      ban.  Motion passed.

f. Constable Sale – Janelle will attend the March 3, 2009 Constable sale to monitor and bid if necessary on

     lots 234 Section 8 (85 Persimmon) and lot 110 Section 9B (10 Flaming Cliff).

2.  Adopt a Highway Program – a sign has been posted on FM 2325 by TXDOT 
     indicating the WPOA is responsible for 2 miles of Highway from the El Camino

    Woodcreek entrance to just past the new school.  Approved vests are not yet available 

    so we will request sign to be removed until vests arrive.  An announcement will be

    made at the April General Membership Meeting requesting volunteers to help.  Work

   days will be set for 4 times per year.
