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Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by President, Duanne Redus at 2:40 PM.  Present were Board Members Leonard Denney, Sue Csejka, Jim Westbrook, Bill Bradfield, Merry Merian and Linda Germain.  Office Manager, Janelle Delaney was also present.  Board Members Jim Scully and Cullen Davis were unable to attend.  Note:  Board Member Jim Scully arrived at 3:45 PM, in time for the Executive Session.

Adopt Proposed Agenda – A motion was made by Linda and seconded by Sue to make an addition to the agenda, adopting the Minutes from the March and April 2009 Board Meetings.  Motion passed.

Adoption of Minutes – A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Leonard to accept the March 2009 minutes as read.  Motion passed.  A motion was made by Leonard and seconded by Bill to accept the April 2009 minutes as read.  Motion passed.  

Financial Reports – Leonard Denney

The written report was reviewed by Leonard.  We have $399 in revenue collections YTD, including $202k from WSP.  Our legal fees are up $12k TY vs. LY.  Our expenses are down YTD, $123k TY vs. $161k LY.  A total of 40% of our expense budget has been spent YTD due to the fact that the bulk of our road repairs have been completed YTD.

A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Sue to accept our financials as presented.

General Business Report – Janelle Delaney

The Eagle Rock Deed Restrictions expire on 6/1/09.  Janelle has revised the Deed restrictions, which have been reviewed by our attorney, David Junkin and they were mailed out to all lot owners in April 2009.  

Janelle will pursue bids on replacement entrance signs.  Janelle will also follow up on getting audit bids.  Our rainwater collection system has been installed.  Our chip and shred is complete.  Janelle will bill homeowners who had more than 30 minutes of shredding work completed.  The first ‘Yard of the Month’ winner has been selected.  A $30 gift certificate, along with a yard sign will be provided to the winner.

Committee Reports      

Roads – Bill Bradfield – Roads have been resurfaced.  The concrete drainage dip on Pleasant Valley has been installed.  Pot holes and shoulder work continues on an as needed basis.  

Parks and Facilities – Bill Bradfield - Mowing has been done.  The trash can at Morrow Park has temporarily been removed as it was a collection site for homeowners trash.

ACC – There have now been 2 new home permits issued YTD.
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New Business

1.  The property owner at 14 Saddleridge owes some $660 in past due fees plus all legal costs on 2 lots and has asked to be allowed to pay the past due fees in 4 payments.  A motion was made by Leonard and seconded by Bill to allow the owner to make 4 equal monthly payments starting 6/4/09 til fees are paid in full.  If any payments are missed, all monies become due and payable.  Motion passed. 

2.  Due to the resignation of Treasurer Leonard Denney, effective, 5/31/09, Board Member Jim Scully has volunteered to take on the position of Treasurer.  A decision regarding Treasurer was tabled at the present time.  Janelle will maintain Quickbooks and we will go to quarterly accounting with Sandy, our bookkeeper.   

3.  Janelle has 3 weeks vacation due and would like to take one week, the first week of August.

4.  Board Member Cullen Davis has submitted a written resignation letter.  A motion was made by Leonard and seconded by Bill to accept the resignation.  Motion passed.  There are now two vacant Board positions to be filled, with the ACC Chair position vacant, as well. 

Old Business

Update on Lots – A motion was made by Leonard and seconded by Bill to have Linda Germain, Realtor and Board Member, list lots currently owned by the WPOA, 2 or 3 lots at a time, in the MLS for sale, in order to earn additional revenue for the WPOA.  (Note, Board Member Linda Germain abstained from the vote).  Motion passed.

Legal Update – David Junkin

The Board went into Executive Session at 3:45 PM for the Legal update from David Junkin.  Executive Session ended at 4:25 PM.

A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Sue to accept the resignation of Leonard Denney.  Motion passed.
