GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING

Call to Order – President Duanne Redus called the General Membership Meeting to order at 10:00 AM. Board Members Bill Bradfield and Merry Merian were unable to attend.

Announcements – The Board of Directors Treasurer, Leonard Denney, has resigned due to his recent move out of the area.  Board Member Jim Scully is the new Treasurer.  

- The Wimberley Valley Watershed Association (WVWA) has offered the WPOA an opportunity to lease most of the downstairs of the Health Spa buildings for a nominal rate.  The savings will be approximately $11k per year in rents. 

Introduction of New Board Members – Our two newest Board Members, Keith Haney and Art Kauffman were introduced to the membership.

Adoption of Minutes – Linda Germain

The minutes of the April18, 2009 General Membership Meeting were read by Secretary Linda Germain.  A motion was made and seconded to accept minutes as read.  Motion passed. 

Treasurer’s Report – Jim Scully – See written reports attached. 

The current checking/savings balance is $216.7, with some $182.7 of those funds invested in CD’s at Blanco National Bank.  There being no questions from the membership, a motion was made and seconded from the floor to accept the financial reports as presented.  Motion passed.

Committee Reports

   1.  Roads – Jim Westbrook (reporting for Bill Bradfield) – See written report. 

        Numerous roads have been resurfaced this year.  $228k of our $294k road budget

        has been spent on road work year-to-date, some 78% of the total budgeted dollars.  

        Additional road resurfacing and repairs are planned for this year, but may be 

        hindered by the availability of water.  Some $27k in road repairs have been 

        completed in the Eagle Rock area so far this year.  We are currently getting bids for 

        Rambling Creek, Old Mine, Shady Valley and Wood Glen.  Homeowners are urged 

        to notify the WPOA office regarding any road repair issues.

    2.  ACC – Sue Csejka – Six new home permits have been issued year-to-date.

    3.  Parks and Facilities – Sue Csejka – There has been discussion regarding planning 

         a community event, possibly a park cleanup day or a paint day for the new office 

         space.  
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Special Announcement – The Hays County Commissioner’s Court will be holding a special meeting on Tues. 7/21 at 6:00 PM at the Wimberley City Hall.  The topic of the meeting will be the new County Development Standards regarding the minimum lot sizing for individual residential wells. 

Adjournment – There being no further business to discuss, President Redus called for a motion to adjourn.  A motion was made and seconded for adjournment.  Motion passed.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:29 AM.
