1. Duanne announced the date for the chip shred service which begins on May 11th.  She pointed out that the date and regulations regarding this service was included in the agenda packets.

2. Jim Westbrook informed the membership of the WPOA initiative to recognize homeowners in our community with a Yard of the Month sign and a small gift certificate to a local business.  The first Yard of the Month will be in May.  Everyone was encouraged to nominate fellow homeowners or themselves for yard of the month.

3. Duanne called for volunteers to sign up for out Adopt a Highway program.  WPOA currently has a 2 mile stretch along 2325.  She also pointed our the sign up sheet for Morrow Park volunteers.

4. Bill told the membership about our trip to the State Capitol.  Sue Csejka, Sue Hollis, Bill Bradfield and Janelle Delaney testified before the Natural Resources Committee regarding the water/sewer rates charged by Aqua Texas and the wasting of the Hays Trinity Aquifer water by Aqua Texas.  Sue Hollis also brought up the issue of water quality and recommended the property owners have their water tested.
