ARE YOU CONSERVING WATER??   Hopefully, you are.  All of South Central Texas is in
the worst drought in many, many years.  Hays-Trinity Groundwater Conservation District has
stated that we are in what is termed Stage 3 Critical Drought and requests a 30% reduction in useage.
    THERE IS TO BE NO OUTSIDE WATERING UNTIL FURTHER NOTICE. Please see their website at  www.HaysGroundwater.com  for any and all updated information 

regarding the drought and many water conservation ideas.

RAIN BARRELS, ANYONE?  The rains WILL come again.  Have you noticed the barrel located

near the guard shack at the Jacobs Well entrance? Are you prepared to catch some of this precious commodity in a rain barrel or several rain barrels?  They can be strategically placed at your
downspouts, harvesting  50 gallons or more depending upon the size of your container.  You will be surprised at how much water can be collected during one rain event. Some of your neighbors are on whole-house cachment systems while some of us have simple systems, retrieving enough water to 
take care of landscape plants or container plants.  Check online for many ideas for rainwater harvesting.
OBSERVING THE 25 MPH SPEED LIMIT??!!  Our children are back in school.  Please remember the posted 25-mph speed limit.  It has been noted that many of our neighbors are NOT  observing the speed limit especially in the areas of Valley Springs,  Crazy Cross, Creekside and Pleasant Valley.
BOATS, TRAILERS, RV’s must be parked out of the public’s view or in a storage facility out 

of  the neighborhood.
HAVE YOU NOTICED THE WPOA YARD OF THE MONTH sign posted in a neighborhood

near you?  This program was instituted by the WPOA earlier this year.  Several awards have been

presented and pictures of those yards have been posted on our website.  If you see a yard that you
feel  should be recognized in this way, let us know with a phone call or an email.   We are proposing recognition of Holiday decorations also.

ARE YOU PART OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD PICKUP COMMITTEE??   When taking

your morning or evening walk, how about taking along a plastic bag to pick up some of the bits of

trash that seem  to find its way to the road’s edge.   If you notice something larger, like a dumpsite,
please give the office a call, so that our maintenance staff can get rid of it.   Along with that same thought, the WPOA has adopted a portion of the highway along FM2325 for trash pickup and volunteers

are needed to help…keep a lookout on the website for the next pickup date.

MORROW  PARK :   Did you notice the improved parking area with concrete stops? Have you noticed the 2 new picnic tables?  And more improvements are in the works!!  BUT already there have been  several incidents of vandalism with the tables being tipped over and ripped up from their lockdowns.  Several of the little play items have also been damaged beyond repair.  If you see anything untoward, please give the office a call; maybe we can track the offenders down…all callers remain anonymous.  Proposed improvements include a new base in the play area as well as new edging.

Resurfacing has been done on Deer Ridge and Woodacre

A concrete dip on Pleasant Valley was installed to drain an area where huge amounts of water

would collect after rain events.
