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Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Vice President, Jim Westbrook at 2:40 PM.  Present were Board Members Sue Csejka, Bill Bradfield, Keith Haney, Jim Scully and Linda Germain.  Office Manager, Janelle Delaney was also present.  Board Member Merry Merian was unable to attend.  President Duanne Redus joined the meeting in progress.  

Adopt Proposed Agenda – A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Jim Scully to adopt the agenda as proposed.  Motion passed.

Legal Update– David Junkin –A legal update was given by our Attorney David Junkin. The need for an executive session was waived.  A motion was made by Jim Scully and seconded by Bill to accept David’s offer of $500 to purchase the two excess fire-proof file cabinets.  Motion passed. 

Minutes – Linda Germain – The minutes of the August 20, 2009 Board Meeting were read aloud by Janelle.  A motion was made by Keith and seconded by Bill to adopt the minutes as amended.  Motion passed.  

Financial Reports – Jim Scully – See written reports attached.   Two CD’s have been cashed and added to the operating account, giving us a total of $58k cash on hand.  A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Keith to accept the financial reports as written.  Motion passed.  A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Keith to cash out another CD in the amount of $27k in October.  Motion passed.  $6k of these additional funds will be used to complete additional road edging work and pothole filling.

Committee Reports      
1.  Roads – Bill Bradfield and Jim Westbrook – The last three roads have been completed for the year, Old Mine, Wood Glen and Rambling Creek. There is an informational meeting scheduled on 9/23 with Will Conley, Winton Porterfield and the WPOA regarding the possibility of dedicating some of our roads to the county.  A report will be given to the full Board at the October Board meeting.    

2.  Parks – Jim Scully – Jim is pursuing the cost to purchase 8 inch PVC to ring the playscape area at Morrow Park with safety materials.  

3.  Facilities – New Office Location – Keith Haney – The office relocation is in full progress.  WVWA still needs to update by adding some doors inside to keep our offices private as public tours are planned for the rest of the building in the near future. Staff and board members have successfully relocated our offices, cable and wiring is being installed, painting is completed, repairs to electrical fixtures, lights and plumbing fixtures is ongoing as well as plans to make the flag poles operational.  

4.  ACC – Janelle Delaney – a. See attached list of building permits for 2009 YTD.   

    b. A motion was made by Sue and seconded by Duanne to offer builders a $250 rebate on their building permit fee if they install a minimum of one 55 gal. rain barrel with rain 

collection guttering on new house construction.  Installation would be verified by Janelle or the ACC Committee prior to issuing a rebate to the builder.  Motion passed.
New Business
1. The WPOA has received 2 applications from homeowners willing to volunteer to fill the Board vacancy through 12/31/09 created by Art Kaufman’s resignation.  Richard Sullivan from section 9B and Joe Jamison from section 15 have both submitted their bios to the Board.  A motion was made by Keith and seconded by Sue to table this decision.  Motion passed.  Nominations for three 2010 Board Members will be presented by the Nominating Committee to the Board at the October Board meeting and if approved will then be presented at the November General Membership Meeting.  

2.  A motion was made by Jim Scully and seconded by Keith to limit the number of Board Members to nine.  Motion passed. 

3.  President Duanne Redus recommended Keith Haney as Nominating Committee Chair.  Sue made a motion and Bill 2nd to appoint Keith Haney as the Nominating Committee Chair. Motion passed.  Mr. Haney will find two members from the community to serve on his committee.
4. Currently, the WPOA charges for resale certificates, lien releases and transfer fees.  The State of Texas now requires a new Management Certificate to be filed with the County.  Due to the legal work that has to go in to producing the Management Certificate Janelle suggests charging a $25 fee for producing this document when requested from title companies, lenders or realtors. A motion was made by Bill with a 2nd by Sue. Motion passed.

Old Business

a. WVWA has issued a lease agreement for our new office space.  It is a two year term starting 1/1/10 and ending 12/31/11 at a cost of $200.00 rent per month.

b. The landlord, WVWA, has agreed to pay to have a security system installed if we agree to pay the service fee of $42.00 per month.  A motion was made by Keith with a 2nd by Bill to accept the terms of the lease and to agree to pay the monthly service for an alarm system.  Motion passed.

c. The plea and sentencing of Tyler Stone is scheduled for 10/1/09.  The Judge will then make a determination regarding restitution for damages due the WPOA.

d. A motion was made by Jim Scully and seconded by Sue to authorize Board Member and Realtor, Linda Germain, to list 3 lots presently owned by the WPOA for sale at a listing fee of 6% commission if more than one Realtor is involved in the transaction or 5% commission if the listing agent handles both sides of the transaction.  Motion passed.  Please make note:  Linda Germain abstained from the vote.

e. As previously noted, David Junkin will purchase 2 two fire-proof file cabinets for $500.  

Adjournment – The meeting was adjourned at 4:15 PM.
