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Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by President, Duanne Redus at 2:32 PM.  Present were Board Members Sue Csejka, Jim Westbrook, Bill Bradfield, Merry Merian and Jim Scully.  Office Manager, Janelle Delaney was also present.  Board Member Linda Germain was unable to attend. 

  

Adopt Proposed Agenda – A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Sue to accept the agenda with one modification, guest Kimberly Russell was unable to attend.  Motion passed. 

  

Guest – A Property Owner asked the Board to approve a payment plan for his maintenance fees.  A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Merry to accept his plan.  Motion passed. 
  

Guest – David Baker, executive Director of the Wimberley Valley Watershed Association and Jacob’s Well Natural Reserve and a Director on the HTGCD Board.  David presented an update to the Board regarding the ongoing improvements to the JWNR.  He presented the project map and discussed some of the future plans for the area.  He explained the works in progress and the involvement of the Americorp volunteers who are currently working on the project.  He stated that the WVWA Board are very interested in hearing from the Woodcreek North property owners as they feel the Reserve is special to the WN property owners.  He discussed some of the ideas regarding what to do with the Health Spa building.  David updated the Board on the ongoing suit regarding the River Rock owners.  Also, he talked about how the suit has affected the County Commissioners actions regarding appointments to the JWNAT Board.  Commissioner Conley is to appoint one board member to the JWNR Board.  The WPOA has already selected Sue Csejka to be that appointee.  David talked about Jacob’s Well and the serious condition it is in.  Currently, the water level is so low the surface water of the Well is 2,000 years old.  As he has been elected to the HTGCD some of the Board members asked him about the upcoming public hearing regarding a request from Wimberley Springs Partners and Aqua Texas for a permit to pump 300 million gallons of water per year from the Hays Trinity Aquifer.  That hearing is scheduled for July 9th at 9a.m. and several Board members are planning to attend.  Bill Bradfield asked if David has the emergency exit gate combination so that we could open it for residents in Section 8 should there be a flood event or other emergency.  David gave us the combination. 

  

The Board had unanimously approved deeding some of the WPOA lots to the WVWA.  Janelle and Sue had prepared a roster of 13 lots to present for donation.  A motion was made by Merry Merian and seconded by Sue to donate the 13 lots to the WVWA. Motion passed with Bill Bradfield abstaining.  A letter to the WVWA will be sent along with the titles to these lots. 

  

Adoption of Minutes – A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Sue to table reading of the May 21, 2009 Board minutes.  Motion passed.  
  

Financial Reports – Jim Scully discussed his past experience on the Board and stated he would agree to be treasurer.  A motion was made by Bill and seconded by Jim Westbrook for Jim Scully to be the treasurer. Motion passed. 

  

The financial reports were included in the agenda packet and after review Jim Westbrook made a motion to accept the reports as written.  Bill 2nd. Motion passed. 

  

A discussion was had regarding hiring an auditor.  Pat Wagner has not responded to our second letter so Jim will contact Linda Germain to find out if she has the name of an auditor we can contact. 

  

Committee Reports –              
  

Roads- Bill gave the road report and informed the Board of bids he is getting in order to rebuild Old Mine Court which has fallen into disrepair.  He also spoke about having Harris Road Company return to fix a section of Woodacre where the new surface is uneven.  Bill talked about the ongoing maintenance work in Woodcreek North and Eaglerock. 
  

Bill addressed that we had contacted Commissioner Conley, as some of the new officers with the HCSD were not aware that we have full traffic enforcement in Woodcreek North.  Commission Conley has contacted all departments and traffic enforcement was reinstated. 

  

The idea of installing speed humps along W. Valley Spring Rd, Pleasant Valley and Woodacre was discussed.  Bill asked for the item to be tabled so he could gather more information.  The item was tabled until the next Board meeting. 

  

Parks and Facilities – no discussion 

  

ACC- written report.  
  

New Business- 

  

A discussion was had regarding two property owners who had made written requests for a payment plan to catch up on their maintenance fees.  A motion was made by Merry with a second from Bill to accept the first property owners payment plan.  Motion passed. 

A motion was made by Jim Westbrook with a second from Jim Scully to accept the second property owners payment plan. Motion passed. 

  

Fountain at Woodcreek Drive entrance in EagleRock.  Janelle has some fill dirt on order to fill in the pond.  Jerry will plant lantana and once these are established Janelle will have the meter turned off.  The fountain has not worked property and the water lines have leaked over the years. 

  

A discussion was had regarding Mr. Richard Allen’s request to remove the boulders at the Jacob’s Well entrance.  The boulders have been placed there for safety reasons.  The Board asked staff to write a letter to Mr. Allen explaining the reason the boulders are there and that they will remain there. 

  

A discussion was had regarding a request from a homeowner who would like to have deer trapping in Woodcreek North.  Sue has done research on deer trapping and spoke of her findings.  The costs are prohibitive. The Board directed staff to write a letter explaining that funding is not available.  It was noted that property owners feeding deer is exacerbating the situation. 

  

Old Business – 

              A legal update was not available and staff will send out new reports as soon as practicable. 

              The Committee to Incorporate was represented by Bill Bradfield and asked the Board to accept the first payment to repair the $2,000 loan.  The first payment offered was $1,100.  A motion was                     made my Merry with a second by Sue to accept the payment of $1,100 leaving a balance of $900. Motion passed. 

              Staff reported that the EagleRock Ranchitos I and II amended and restated Covenants and Restrictions passed and had been filed on May 29, 2009.  
              Staff reported that the Spring Chipping and Shredding was a huge success and came under budget at $3,562.50. 

              Staff had submitted a review of Board history and terms and this was included in the agenda packet. 

  

Executive Session- 

At this time the Board went into executive session. 

  

The Board came out of executive session at 3:45p.m. A motion was made by Bill with a second by Sue to accept the following appointments: 

Jim Westbrook was named Vice President, Jim Scully was officially named Treasurer and Parks Chairman, and Merry was named ACC Chairman. Motion passed. 

  

As to the three nominees for the two board vacancies, Janelle was advised each Board member submitted a sealed ballot and the results were to be tallied by Janelle.  Once, she determined the vote count on each nominee she was asked to notify all candidates and the board members via email and/or letters. 

  

There being no further business a motion was made by Merry with a second by Sue to adjourn.  The meeting was adjourned at 4:00p.m.
